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1. The ’’Nordlicht-Collection”

For the undersigned, as philatelic expert of Greenland-philately since 1986, the former owner of the ’'Nord­
licht-Collection” has been of the greatest importance for myself in understanding how to detect genuine 
and forged/doubtful material with Greenland Pakke - Porto stamps.

In 1999, as a newly appointed expert for Greenland by the German federation of experts, the BPP, he con­
tacted me to set up a meeting. He wanted to discuss with me his point of view on what information a cer­
tificate in modem times should - in his point of view - contain in order to prove the authenticity of a Parcel 
Card with Pakke - Porto stamps (or an unfranked/official card from the period of the Pakke - Porto stamps).

He also wanted to show the results of the development of some microfilms of a parcel list, found in the 
Danish National Archive, originating from the The Royal Greenland Trade Office. These findings were 
originally made by Mr. Torben Hjome, the leading Danish Greenland Postal History researcher, who had 
produced the films many years ago. He was not able to have them reproduced on paper and to bring these 
into a useful condition for reference purposes, but ’’Nordlicht” knew ways in which to proceed. I personally 
had the pleasure of transporting the films from Copenhagen (with strict information about the importance 
of the goods!) to the happy recipient.

The Parcel Lists comprise a complete inventory of the parcels sent from The Royal Greenland Trade Office 
in Copenhagen to Greenland during the years 1909 - 1938 (except lists covering a few years, mid 1926 
- mid 1929 and again end 1935. These might exist in an official archive, but have yet to be located). The 
lists contain information about each individual parcel, with the date of consignment in Copenhagen, the 
weight, postal fee paid, receiver’s name, insured value and the name of the ship that carried the parcel to 
Greenland.

The pages 34 -142 of this book are based on the comprehensive registration of all Parcel Cards in the 
’Nordlicht-Collectiori’ (each illustrated), copies from other known collections and from all auction cata­
logues available, in other words a full recording of all known Parcel Cards. The registration has continuous­
ly taken place in the years 2000 — 2009.

Forged Parcel letters had caused great frustration to "Nordlicht” over the years and he thoroughly informed 
dealers and auction houses every time he discovered new forged items offered on the philatelic market



Today a great number of Parcel Cards can easily, and with certainty, be determined as forgeries, 
thanks to the Parcel Lists and to the registration of known parcel cards made by "Nordlicht’ *.

Due to the sizes of the Pakke - Porto stamps and the postmarks, many stamps are cancelled with 
a foil impression of the cancellation device. This made it easy for forgers to change a common 
franking into a more spectacular one by removing the ordinary (original) stamp(s) and affixing 
one or more better stamps. Many of these are supposed to be produced by the same person, 
two particular cases are mentioned by the undersigned in FF'E journal, No. 5, p. 103 - 109.

’Nordlichf ’ was a very private collector, who never considered to exhibit his collection and thus 
is quite unknown to public philately. On his wishes and the wishes of his estate this status will 
be maintained.

To understand the registration I recommend carefol reading of the introduction and guidelines 
of the columns given on page 32. This recording is of course not complete, but probably 90% 
of all surviving cards are recorded. It is my hope that this book will be of help and inspiration 
for collectors of Greenlandic Postal History and Pakke - Porto stamps.

The edition of this book has taken place in co-operation with Mr. Torben Hjome and I thank 
him for his contribution with an introduction about the Greenland postal history and Pakke - 
Porto stamps in the following pages.

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2. The Colony Greenland

Starting around the year 1721 a number of different Trade or Missionary companies navigated Greenland. 
In 1776 the Danish state took over and established a trading monopoly with local goods. Consequently it 
was of great interest of the Danish state to have control over the general mail.

Officially Greenland only included the Colonies along the West coast According to a treaty with USA and 
England in 1905 Angmagssalik, located on the east coast of Greenland, was not mentioned directly. The 
sale of Danish West Indies in 1917 changed the picture because USA acknowledged the entire island of 
Greenland as a Danish Colony. This fact was published in 1921 by the ministry of internal affairs. It resul­
ted some years later to a name change for the Greenland Post Office in Copenhagen from “Styrelsen af 
Kolonieme i Gronland” to “Grpnlands Styrelse”.
Special treaties were made with Norway England and France regarding North-East Greenland. A disagree­
ment with Norway was brought to the international Hague court and settled in 1933, probably influenced 
by a speech by the famous polar traveller Knud Rasmussen. As a result, Greenland remained as one island.

In 1884 an expedition discovered 
Angmagssalik where in 1894 a new 
Colony was established.
In the following years and up to 
1908 most of the northern coast line 
was explored and mapped out A 
great number of scientists and explo­
rers have contributed their research 
results of Greenland. The German 
mineralogist Karl Ludwig Giesecke 
described the Ivigtut mine 1806-13. 
Fridtjof Nansen, a Norwegian ex­
plorer, crossed the Inland Ice-cap of 
Greenland in 1888. Robert Peary 
USA, reached the Kap Morris Jesup 
(Greenland northernmost point) in 
1900 and 1909 even the North pole. 
Knud Rasmussen and later Lau- 
ge Koch contributed largely to the 
knowledge of Greenland.
The Danish governments interest in 
Greenland was executed through 
decrees by the minister of internal 
affairs until the 1908 Danish law was 
implemented. This law established a 
local voice from a council. However, 
Angmagssalik had to wait until 1947
for its local counsel, or Thule district 

with own law from 1929. The Colony status was changed in 1953 when Greenland became part of Den­
mark and obtained two seats in the Danish Parliament.

hi the 1850 s Danish stamps were distributed for sale in Greenland. Letters and the parrel cards were 
franked as usual, though mail had to depart without postmarks via the KGH Post Office in Copenhagen 
to control the monopoly of goods. From late 1870 s the incoming mail in Copenhagen got a transit cancel 
before it was handed over to a Danish Post Office.

Together, with Danish West Indies, Greenland was a Danish Colony member of UPU. This status was 
changed in 1920 when it was incorporated into the Danish Empire, like the Faroe Islands. In 1936 it was 
agreed that Greenland became an individual member of UPU and was able to issue its own stamps which 
followed in 1938.
The Danish postal authorities, P&T turned down the ideas of Greenlandic stamps in 1905 but had to 
recognise Greenland's authority to decide its own internal rates. In 1905 Pakke - Porto and internal rates 
were introduced.

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As a result P&T took the consequences by accepting local rates to and from Greenland established by 
Greenland authorities; therefore all parcels were labeled with the Copenhagen address. The Pakke - Porto 
period was rather short in years. In 1936 Greenland applied for full membership of the UPU which was 
granted. When Greenland stamps were issued in 1938, the Pakke - Porto stamps lost their postal validity.

At that time the Colony Julianehaab had 2 yearly visits. Ships from Copenhagen made 10 voyages and had 
totally visited 20 Colonies. The state and the mine had an agreement in 1885where mail duty is mentioned. 
The official “Kontrolloren ved Ivigtut” packed a special mailbag in which mail to and from the mine could 
be forwarded. This mail later went directly to the Danish Post Office as it already has been inspected. Mail 
from Ivigtut consequently rarely received a transit cancel.

3.2.1. Pakke - Porto

From 1905 to 1938 Pakke - Porto stamps 
were printed in 38 various prints, of which 
only the 3 kroner value appeared in one 
print Totally 9 values and close to 1 million 
stamps were printed. The values 1,2,5,10, 
15 and 20 ore were printed by use of 25 sin­
gle cliches fixed to one plate, while the 70 
ore, 1 and 3 kroner were printed with one 
single printing plate showing all 25 stamps. 
New cliches were made for 10 ore Schultz 
print 1938. The Lachmann print, issued

1937 and was done by ofiset printing.

Complete sheets of all prints are not known. Even 
reconstruction of all sheet positions have not yet 
been finished. The 1918 print of 5 and 10 ore both 
on heavy carton paper are still undiscovered. The 
largest block known of the 5 ore is a block of 15, 
of the 10 ore it is a block of 12. Change in colour 
shades, quality of paper, and perforation, makes 
it possible to identify most of the different prints. 
The 10 ore stamps were issued in 6 different prints 
and both 1 and 5 ore in 5 different prints.
The small size ofthe sheets forthe issues 1910 and

1915 made it possible to save the perforation on the 
outer margins. Whether economic reasons were be­
hind, collectors fooled KGH for the profit In 1918 
the remaining stock of sheets had to be returned 
to the printer, due to the collectors4 dislike of im­
perforated margins: “..please try to perforate in the 
margin.” Today both reperforated and imperforated 
Pakke - Porto are widely collected in “blocks” of 
9 stamps, each with a relevant margin. The lower 
values with the official reperforation were sold out 
in 1918 and 1 and 2 ore are unknown being used on 
cards. The 5 ore is only known on one card.
Most values frequently show significant cliche 
flaws that are described in the literature.
New research disclose that the 70 ore Lachmann 
ofiset print, issued 1937 show a tiny identifiable

3.2.2. Distribution in Greenland

The 1905-Circular informs: ‘Pakke - Porto will be distributed to each Colony and Ivigtut and used as receipt for pre­
paid postage.” The Colonies and other places with regular connection to Copenhagen received Pakke - Porto stamps, 
totally % of the 1905 print However the use was limited that Pakke - Porto from 1905 were still used for several 
Colonies even 25 years later.

Together with the use of Pakke - Porto in 
1905 infrastructure was improved. The steel 
steamship “Hans Egede” had three voyages 
from Copenhagen during that year and S/S 
“Fox” visited 33 local harbors, for instance 
Kap York to inspect the possibilities of ope­
ning a station at the place later known as Thule. 
In 1930 there was a new general distribution 
of stamps to cover the higher new rate. Pakke - 
Porto had to be ordered separately up until 1929 
and again from 1931. Distribution of the Lach- 
mann and Schultz are known but knowledge 
has not yet been published.
Distribution of the Pakke - Porto for sale in 
Greenland are listed in the annual “Balance­
sheet”.
Some prints were never officially offered in 
Greenland like 1 ore I and Ill-print, 2 ore I-print 
and the lower values with reperforated margin.

3.3. Postal use of Pakke - Porto

KGH advertised in 1909 that all parcels had to be accompanied by a parcel card.
Three different types of cards were printed:

1. Cards used internally in Greenland that were free-of-charge (until 1958). Not known with Pakke - Porto.

2. Cards for parcels to be collected at the Greenland Post Office in Copenhagen franked with Pakke - Porto after pos­
tage was prepaid.

No change of 1905-rate regarding internal charge up to 
10 kilo, the free-of-charge continued.
Only parcels handed over or collected at the Greenland 
Post Office in Copenhagen had to pay the 1905-rate: 
1 ore per % kilo, minimum 10 ore per parcel.

Mail from Greenland was treated the same: 
either use of a Danish parcel card with Danish 
stamps or a KGH parcel card with Pakke - Porto. 
Without prepayment no use of Pakke - Porto. Between 
1905 -08 no cards were used. Only very little information 
has survived. The circular from 1905 states that Pakke - 
Porto had to be placed directly on the parcel!

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3.5. The 1930-rate

The free-of-charge parcels through P&T end. The Green­
land 1930-rate is charged for all regular parcels. Further 
more the rates were calculated according to 4 groups, 
weight up to 1 kilo, 3 kilo, 5 kilo or 10 kilo. Similar weight 
groups for printed matters were also introduced in autumn 
1931. The original rate for printed matters had to be chan­
ged: 100 ore (up to 10 kilo). The rate seemed like an extra 
tax and caused quite a lot of complaints!

3.6. The 1930-Rate from Greenland

From Greenland the procedure was the same, ex­
cept that cancelled Pakke - Porto next to the unused 
Danish stamps would not be accepted by the Danish 
Post Office.
Pakke - Porto for the Greenland rate either had to be 
put on the back side of talon of the address card or 
simply directly on the parcels wrapping paper.

However on the talon there is only space for 2 co­
pies of the Pakke - Porto stamps. In cases with more 
than two stamps, these had to be put on the parcel 
itself.
If a parcel was to be collected at the KGH Post Of­

fice, a special cards made for that purpose had to be used. Unfortunately no card with 1930-rate and 
forwarded to KGH office is known today. The printed text explain a plausible explanation, the signed 
card had to be handed over before the receiver got his parcel and those cards never again entered on the 
market.

3.7. Insurance

The annual statistic book of Greenland from 
1946 (table 202, page 676) states data about the 
number of insured parcels. Only very few par­
cels were insured and through the years this rate 
got even lower. Reasons must have been that the 
KGH had a safely system that satisfied most sen­
ders. The premium had to be paid in cash.

3.8. The history of the Copenhagen Post Office

It is easy to imagine that together with 
the establishment of the Norwegian 
missionary in 1721 a need rose for mail 
storage. An office where mail could 
be kept and forwarded until the an­
nual ship departed to the colonies as 
well as being able to handle mail ar­
riving from the colonies was needed. 
The first collecting Post Office most pro­
bably was established in Bergen, Nor­
way, but a few years later it moved to 
Copenhagen.
The precise location of the Greenland 
Post Offices in Copenhagen that had 
been unknown for many years are shown 
in figure 45, page 22.

“Adressekort til Gronland” were made on carton as a printed card (not in letter form) and sold at the 
KGH Post Office, each at 1, later 2 ore.
Apparently the office routine with registration of parcels continued through the years with Pakke - Porto 
without major change. The office has surely worked as a very official office with a high duly standard. 
The sender handed in an address card filled in with sender address on reverse and the address of the 
receiver on the front. Then labels with numbers were placed both on parcel and another one on the card 
making it possible to copy all the data into the parcel ledger. Up to three parcels could be forwarded with 
one card. Then the total rate is calculated corresponding to the weight and noted, usually in blue crayon 
on the card. Normally the rate had to be paid in cash.
Later, after office time, Pakke - Porto stamps were put on the cards by the staff who finally cancelled 
the stamps with the official office cancel. Normally tire Pakke - Porto were placed so they completely 
covered the rate noted.

3.8.2. Offic® oDam® m Pakke - Porto period

In the Pakke - Porto period the KGH office 
had several official names. As the name of the 
office forms part of the text in all official can­
cels the following codes were used:
KI: “Administrationen for Koi. i Gronland”
K2: ’’Styrelsen af kolonieme i Gronland”
K3: ’’Gronlands Styrelse”
During the period before the obligatory par­
cel cards postmarks with the office name were 
unknown as text postmarks on Pakke - Porto 
read:
KO: “Kongelige gronlandske handel”
Being the official name of the Greenland Post 
Office in Copenhagen cancels were changed 
autumn 1908 to KI, autumn 1912 to K2, au­
tumn 1924 to K3, without any exceptions.
The reason behind change to period KI was a 
demand to separate Trade from Administrati­
on. It was unsuccessful to have two directors. 
After 4 years with both, a trade- and an admi­
nistration directors, it was decided to go back 
to previous status.
K3 period followed after a political accep­
tance of Greenland. Greenland was no longer 
regarded a number of colonies along the west 

coast but as one island.

At least 5 different cover prints of the Saving books are known. One print with error “Ore” instead of 
ore, see special literature.

Pakke-Pporto were cancelled with a numeral cancel “avane” (north) using 1 to 38, each representing 
one local municipal. Corresponding to this, cancels with text K’avane and a number represent the south 
municipal. Some numbers are used unknown in books: 10,14, 15, 17, 20, 22, 34. However some are 
made known philatelicly: 15, 17,20,22.

The Avane cancels are found in different shapes, numbers 11 and 37 are framed inside an oval and 
number 38 look like typewriter letters. Number 38 is known in normal types but all of them seem to be 
of philatelic origin.
Angmagssalik, East coast Colony, used a 1-line cancel with its name.
The Saving books were sold at an auction in Copenhagen 1946. Some books without cancels had a 
“Gronlands Styrelse” in red ink, just before the auction sale.
In the statistics of KGH 1946 is mentioned: “A special saving feature in Northern Greenland are saving 
books. Every Greenlandic inhabitant can in the summertime in which the major incomes appear, buy 
saving stamps to buy goods at the groceries during poor times. By means of this it has been possible to 
avoid private loans as in previous times.”
